Lt. Col. Ryan Nowlin makes his public debut as 29th Director of “The President’s Own” United 
States Marine Band, kicking off the season with a tribute to John Philip Sousa. Sousa was only 
25 years old when asked by the Commandant of the Marine Corps to serve as the band’s 17th 
Director. In 12 years, Sousa simultaneously transitioned “The President’s Own” from a local 
military band into a world-renowned musical organization and transformed himself into a na-
tional celebrity known as “The March King.” Sousa’s musical interests were often reflected in his 
programmatic style, as is represented in this performance. At the helm, he brought orchestral music 
to the masses through wind band transcriptions, highlighted the virtuosic skill of soloists, and un-
abashedly inserted his own compositions into the mix, a programming structure that is still emulat-
ed by the Marine Band today.

A percus-
sion trio starts the journey, creating a minimalist, dreamy soundscape on Tōru Takemitsu’s Rain 
Tree. Augusta Read Thomas sets the poetry of E.E. Cummings with swirls of instrumental color and 
texture in Absolute Ocean. Ludwig van Beethoven’s Symphony No. 6 closes the program, trans-
porting listeners to the countryside in a beautiful work that the composer described as “more an 
expression of feeling than painting.”

The strings take the stage without a conductor, presenting four works to enjoy. Heinrich Biber’s 
Battalia opens the concert in the Baroque era with eight short movements incorporating non-tra-
ditional techniques like striking the bow on the instrument, woven paper through strings, and poly-
tonality. Gran Duo for Violin and Bass by Romantic composer Giovanni Bottesini and Thelonious 
Monk’s jazzy trio Blue Monk highlight the versatility of the double bass. Béla Bartók’s Divertimento 
then rounds out the performance with three movements that poured from the composer’s pen, and 
heart, in just 15 days.

John Mackey’s Wine-Dark Sea carries a bulk of the narrative in this concert of poetry and stories. 
The 30-minute work draws its inspiration from Homer’s Odyssey, distilling the epic poem into 
a handful of musical highlights. Vocal features include Sousa’s “Annabel Lee,” set to the chill-
ing verses written by Edgar Allen Poe, and a whimsical tale of “The Green-eyed Dragon” by 
Wolseley Charles. Debussy’s Syrinx flute solo derives its name from a nymph in Greek mythology 
and the instrument known as “panpipes.” The Marine Band’s new Assistant Director 1st Lt. Jose 
Toranzo-Infante will also make his debut, conducting Alfred Reed’s El Camino Real, also known as 
The Royal Road: A Latin Fantasy.

Band pulls out all the stops for a performance of his monolithic masterpiece 
The Planets. During the substantial, seven-movement work, listeners will be 
enamored with Holst’s ability to capture the spirit and grandeur of our plan-

etary neighbors, including Mars, Bringer of War and Jupiter, Bringer of Jollity. 
The Marine Band is also honored to perform under the baton of H. Robert 

Reynolds, a true luminary with an indelible impact in the wind band 
world. Reynolds will lead the band in a cornerstone of wind band 
repertoire, Paul Hindemith’s Symphony in B-flat for Band, as well 
as his own masterful transcription of Morten Lauridsen’s work “O 

Magnum Mysterium.”

French composers Louise Farrenc and Joseph Bologne are brought to the forefront on this pro-
gram, with Farrenc’s 35-minute Symphony No. 3 in G minor and Bologne’s Symphony No. 2 in 
D. Bologne was a contemporary of Mozart, whose Overture to La clemenza di Tito opens the 
concert. You may find similarities between the two, unlike Farrenc’s symphony and the German 
composers of her era. The female composer opted for lighter instrumentation than was custom with 
her male counterparts. The winner of the 2024 United States Marine Band Concerto Competition 
for High School Musicians will also join the orchestra on stage as a featured soloist.
